RECEPTION & DINNERS

THE KING’S GALLERY
A magnificent long gallery originally designed for grand display and ceremonial 
occasions, The King’s Gallery now offers a striking, light-filled setting for large-scale 
receptions and pre-dinner drinks. With its impressive proportions and historic 
detail, it creates a real sense of arrival and occasion. The gallery can be used 
independently or in combination with the surrounding State Apartments for a 
multi-space guest experience.

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THE KING’S DRAWING 
ROOM
Warm, graceful and bathed in natural light, this room showcases exquisite decoration 
and period architecture. For larger events, you can combine The King’s Drawing Room 
with The Orangery for dining and dancing under the stars.

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THE QUEEN’S 
GALLERY
This spacious wood-paneled room sits in the oldest part of the palace and within 
it hangs masterful oil paintings along with stunning views over Kensington Gar-
dens.

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THE CUPOLA ROOM
Once the site of royal baptisms and intimate ceremonies, The Cupola Room 
brings elegance, history and charm. It is ideal for smaller dinners or drinks 
receptions, or for larger events combine this space with the King’s Drawing Room.

Up to 60 guests for dining on round tables.
