2. Defence, prison, visitor attraction, home 3. There are more arrow loops on the west side of the building as this side faced London, where people might have attacked from. The east side of the building faced inside the Tower of London, which would have been safe.

Tudor Crime
1. The Monarch (King/Queen) 2. Stealing, hurting, blasphemy, sumptuary laws, treason. 3. People were punished by whipping, fines, stocks, prison and execution. 

Tudor Punishment
1. Whipping, fines, stocks, prison, execution.  2. Prisons for poor people were cold, dirty, cramped and crowded. Prisons for rich people were bigger, had fireplaces, windows and toilets (like the Beauchamp Tower).

Protestant Prisoners
1. Mary imprisoned Lady Jane and Lord Guildford because Mary thought she was the rightful queen. 2. The two carvings were made to remember people who were imprisoned and sentenced to death at the Tower of London, they both feature names of people. They were probably made around a similar time. 3. The Dudley carving is very elaborate and might have been carved by an expert using special tools. It has symbols and a coat of arms and is near the fireplace. The Jane carving is very simple and plain and was likely carved by a prisoner. It is near the window.

Catholic Prisoners
1. Elizabeth imprisoned Arundel because he was Catholic. 2. The name Arundell is in the middle of the carving. 3. 22 June 1597 3. Latin 4. Christo/Christ, Gloriea/Glory, Honore/Honour.
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
